Abstract

Toponyms, as one of the most crucial intangible cultural heritage, contain a piece of remarkable informa-
tion related to the language, history, and geography of any region. In this research, the microtoponyms of
Komijan County, located in Markazi province of Iran, have been investigated through collecting and anal-
vzing 2678 microtoponyms from 57 residential areas (2 cities and 55 villages) of this county. Given the fact
that the Turkish language in Komijan County is in danger, many microtoponyms of this region are also in
danger of gradually disappearing, which explains the necessity of conducting the present research. Based
on the results, there is a significant relationship between the frequency of microtoponyms and the geograp-
OPEN ACCESS hical location of each village, i.e., mountainous villages often have more microtoponyms. The observed
difference between the local and official pronunciation of the studied oykonyms can sometimes display the
distortion of the native name at the stage of the official naming. The topoformants used in the structure of
the oykonyms indicate a significant diversity, which at least provides the possibility of classifying them into
4 different groups, including oykonyms without topoformant, oykonyms with Abad or Ava topoformants,
oykonyms with hydrotopoformants, and oykonyms with other kinds of topoformants. From a lexical and
structural point of view, most of the microtoponyms belong to Azerbaijani Turkish language. In terms of
nature, oronyms are the most frequent with more than 1300 cases, followed by hydronyms and dromonyms.
Semantically, descriptive names, anthropotoponyms, phytotoponyms, and zootoponyms have the highest
frequency, respectively. It should be noted that the linguistic affiliation of more than 100 toponyms is cur-
rently uncertain which requires independent studies. Because it may raise the possibility of the existence of
an unknown language layer in the region and adjacent areas.
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Introduction

As one of the main cultural heritage of human beings, toponyms (geographical names) reflect the observations,
experiences, worldviews, and various beliefs of the ancient people (Makhmudovna Ismatova, 2021, p. 1025). In
general, it can be declared that toponyms express the level of thinking and the type of insight of the people who
created them toward themselves, nature and the forces in nature (Tameh, 2020, p. 239).

Toponymy or the study of geographical names is known as the common point of the three major fields; linguistics,
geography, and history. It means that toponymic studies will not be sufficiently effective unless they consider
these characteristically diverse fields simultaneously (Narzilloyeva, 2023, p. 11). Concentrating on the etymology,
meaning, and origin of toponyms or examining patterns of the toponyms of a region are two basic ways of conducting
toponymic researches (Tent, 2015, p. 65). Researchers also pay attention to the evolution and changes that occurred
in using toponyms on local, regional, national, and international scales (Alasli, 2019, p. 2).

Regardless of the type of toponyms, macro and micro toponym are two terms containing the concept of the size
of the object and the extent of the area in which the object is known (Refahi Alamdari, 2014, p. 98). From the
perspective of determining the culture of location naming and supporting the language of a human society, conducting
microtoponymy researches is considerably important (Sahin, 2011, p. 1748). The authors define microtoponyms as
those geographical names given to all mostly natural and man-made objects in a small geographical area (territory of
a village), and include a wide range of oronyms, hydronyms, oykonyms, phytonyms, zootoponyms, etc. The need to
microtoponyms surveys is the existence of a significant number of valleys, hills, springs, wells, gardens, and fields
that cannot be accessible on any map (Torayeva etc., 2023, p. 8).

The present research was conducted to collect and examine the microtoponyms of Komijan County. The studied
area, known in the past as Borchalu or Bozchalu region, is located in the west of Markazi province of Iran, on the
border of Markazi and Hamadan provinces. There are Hamadan and Famenin Counties in the west of Komijan
County, Saveh County in the north, Khondab County in the south and Farahan County in the east. The majority of
people inhabiting Komijan County are Turkish, except for three villages (Giin and Kasimhani, 2023, p. 100). Based
on the latest national survey of Iran in 2016 the population of Komijan County was 36441 (URL-1). This region is
geographically in the continuity of the geographical territory of the Turkic-speaking people in the northwest of Iran.
The Turkish language spoken in the western regions of Markazi province, including Komijan and Khondab Counties
and Nowbaran district of Saveh County in terms of dialectology is similar to the dialect of the Turks of Hamadan
province (Komijani Bozcheloei etc., 2022, p. 210).

So far, few studies have been done on the linguistic properties of the Turkish language of Komijan County. For
instance, Tayebeh Ghasemkhani (2012) investigated a special feature of the dialect of Fazlabad village located in the
county. Considering the fact that the native people’s language is endangered seriously, and due to the gap generation
and the migration of the youth to the big cities, the possibility of the gradual disappearance of a significant part of the
toponyms belonging to the region is not unimaginable. Therefore, carrying out researches related to the toponyms
of this county is very important both linguistically and culturally. Up to now, there have been no comprehensive
researches on the toponyms of Komijan region. As an example, Hadi Zeyghami (2017) devoted his Master’s thesis
to the study of the toponyms of Komijan County, but this study only examined 44 oykonyms of the area and does
not discuss the microtoponyms of the county. On the contrary, the current research includes all the microtoponyms
of cities and villages of the studied area except the three Tati-speaking villages of Vafs, Chehreqan, and Fark. This
project introduces 2678 numbers of microtoponyms with special attention to their accurate registration for the first
time.

Although conducting a comprehensive research and accurate classification of the microtoponyms of Komijan County
seems very desirable, considering the high volume of collected toponyms and the possibility of examining these data
from various perspectives, the main purpose of this article is just to introduce the microtoponyms of the county along
with their general examination and more detailed investigations are postponed to future researches.

1. Methods

The data of the current research were collected in two periods 2020-2021 and 2022-2023. The Microtoponyms were
collected through audio files via field visits and conversations with elderly and middle-aged people living in all over
Komijan County.

According to the latest national survey of Iran (URL-1), Komijan County is composed of 62 population centers (cities
and villages), and twelve of these places have been reported to be uninhabited. In the process of data collection, in

addition to the inhabited villages, it was also attempted to collect the toponyms of uninhabited villages. The result
was successful in relation to seven villages (Asemabad, Bolagh-e Reza, Jafarabad, Qazuq, Seyedabad, Shad Qaleh,
and Yusef Kahriz) and unsuccessful in the case of five villages (Ebrahimabad, Akbarabad-e Amrabadi, Hasanabad,
Keshneabad, and Rahmatabad). It should also be mentioned the three villages of Anar, Issaabad, and Qaleh-ye
Mohammadabad-e Shokrayi, although their names are not available in the mentioned list, their microtoponyms were
collected. The reason for this is that these villages have been merged into Komijan and Milajerd cities due to the cities
expansion, in recent years.

Another issue that researchers encountered during the data collection process was the assignment of more than one
name to a geographical location by native people. In such cases, all the names used were recorded separately. Among
such cases, we can mention Ddvayayulan/Dévalon (Milajerd'), Doldol/Horambase (Amereh), Yuxaredagirman/
Basqalo Dagirman and Yoxarearx/Bagarx (Anar), Yayaxan Moalase/Xan Malase (Fathabad), Balamammoad Bage/
Masmahammad Bage (Qaleh-ye Mohammadabad-e Shokrayi), Qala/Qasimxan Qalase (Fazlabad), Quzay/Otay and
Giinay/Butay (Meydanak), Assagemahal/Assageqala and Yuxaremoahal/ Yuxareqala (Estahri).

To find out the meanings of some of the toponyms, local informants have been consulted continually. Also, examining
the large-scale geographical maps was necessary for a better understanding of the geographical aspects of local road
names; hence we used 1/50k topographic maps of the National Cartographic Center of Iran for this purpose.

Due to the existence of some words from Tati language in the microtoponyms, especially for the villages adjacent
to the 3 Tati-speaking villages, and the existence of some semantically uncleared lexicon, we also checked Tati
dictionaries, especially for probably descriptive local terms.

Finally, collected microtoponyms for each village were registered separately which is accessible in the appendix
section, at the end of the paper. It is worth noting that all the toponyms have been written based on the instructions
of the encyclopedic dictionary of toponyms of Azerbaijan (2007) and in order to preserve the dialectological aspects,
the toponyms have been registered with an emphasis on indigenous dialect.

2. Results and Discussion
2.1. Frequency and Distribution of Toponyms

In terms of the spatial distribution of toponyms, by dividing the number of toponyms collected from the entire
region (2678) into the number of studied locations (57), the approximate number of 47 toponyms for each location
is achievable, which is an acceptable number for the analysis of Komijan County from the toponymy point of view.

Based on the examination of the results presented in Table 1, in 4 cases, the number of collected toponyms is higher
than 100, which respectively includes the cities of Komijan and Milajred as the main population centers of the county
with 170 and 147 toponyms and the villages of Amereh and Chal Mian with 123 and 108 toponyms. In comparison,
in the case of Mehdiabad, Susanabad, and Bolagh-e Reza villages with 9, 7, and 5 toponyms, respectively, the number
of collected toponyms is less than 10, indicating the lowest number of collected toponyms for a location in the present
research.

From a geographical perspective, Komijan County consists of two areas, mountainous and plain. It is remarkable
that this issue has been reflected obviously in the abundance of microtoponyms of the villages of the region, in such
a way that the number of toponyms collected from the villages located in mountainous locations is generally greater
than the majority of the villages located in the plains of the county. The reason for this is the variety of geographical
phenomena in mountainous areas (for example, mountains, valleys, hills, springs, ponds, etc.) which causes the
creation of more toponyms. For instance, all villages with more than 90 microtoponyms are located in mountainous
areas. These cases include Amereh with 123, Chal Mian with 108, Seyjan with 98, and Meydanak with 92 toponym:s.
This is contrary to the fact that the number of toponyms of the majority of the villages located in the plains of Komijan
County is less than 60 (e.g. Fazlabad, Khomar Baghi, Esfandan, Kheyrabad, and Asemabad with 57, 43, 34, 25, and
19 toponyms). In addition, some factors like the difference in the area of each village/city and the level of cooperation
received from the residents had been very effective in increasing the number of toponyms collected for each location.

2.2. Examination of Oykonyms

At first glance, the difference between the local form of the oykonyms of Komijan County and their official equivalents
would be understandable. Sometimes this difference is only in pronunciation (e.g. Famarin/Pamarin), but in some
cases, there is a complete difference between these names. At least, a part of these differences are due to the lack
of proper understanding of officials about the language and culture of the people living in the region, causing them
choose inappropriate toponyms. As an example, the name of the village Qurddalige was first changed to its Persian
equivalent, Darreh Gorg, which means the valley of wolf before the Iranian revolution, and then it was completely
distorted from its nature and changed to Darreh Sabz which means green valley in Persian (Giin and Kasimhani,
2023, p. 111). It is noteworthy that the existence of the word qurd meaning wolf'in this oykonym is in accordance with
the zoogeography of this village and most likely has its roots in the sanctity of the wolf in the culture of Turks (Mezkit
Saban, 2020, p. 234). As another examples, we can mention /doagace and Yastibulax oykonyms which in Turkish
language have the meaning of Russian olive and slow-moving spring, respectively. These meaning are completely
in accordance with the field facts such as the phytogeography and physical geography of the region and the naming
culture of Turkish language, the main native language of Komijan County. However, these concepts are not visible
in the distorted official names.

Based on the local pronunciation, oykonyms of Komijan County can be divided into 4 main categories from the
perspective of topoformant types. First, the oykonyms without topoformants (4dmara, Onar, Calabi, Cabar, Isfonnan,
Iseyre, Pamoarin, Qazugq, Kalvan, Kiisna, Xosrobay, Kumuzan, Milagird, Parkak, Razgiirdan, Riisnaye, Sumovur,
Seyzan, Saqqalor, Siiliiklii, Suran, Torlan, Valozgar, and Yasavul); secound, the oykonyms with topoformants 4bad
or Ava (Okbarabad Qalase, Oliabad, Asemabad, Fersava, Fatovad, Patlava, Mammadabad Qalase, Hasonabad,
Hiiseynabad, Isava, Caforabad, Xanabad, Xeyrabad, Kutabad, Mamudabad, Meydiabad, Rohmatabad, Sabzabad,
Sardarabad, Seydava, Susanabad, Vildava, and Zava); third, the oykonyms with hydrotopoformants (Agcakoriz,
Razabulage, Qaragdl, Yastibulax, and Usubkorize), and forth, the oykonyms which comprise some words that can be
assumed as a topoformant, but not necessarily for oykonyms (Calmiyan, Qurddalige, Imamzada Abbas, Xumarbage,
Meydanak, Neyrapiista, Tokya, Idaagace, and Yengimiilk).
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In relation to the first group and, to some extent, the second group, although the meaning of some of the oykonyms
is completely or partially clear, in the case of other part, this meaning is not obvious. In terms of the oykonyms
containing the topoformant Abad or Ava the tradition of the geographic names registering in Persian official texts is
in an order that the Ava topoform term is considered as a variant of the Abad topoform term, so all oykonyms with
Ava, have been recorded as Abad, in almost all governmental and official documents of Iran. But some researchers
suppose the word Ava is an independent topoform from Turkish language (derived from the word Oba/Ova which
means residential area) (Refahi Alamdari, 2014, p. 129). In the area, in 15 cases out of 17 oykonyms containing the
Abad topoformant, the meaning of the first part of the oykonym is definitely clear, from the common personal names,
such as Hiiseyn+abad, but about the oykonyms with Ava (Fersava, Patlava, Isava, Seydava, Vildava, and Zava)
the situation is different and the meaning of the first part of them is not easily understandable and requires further
clarification. It seems that this difference, confirms the second group’s idea regarding the origin of Ava. About the
third group, the names of five villages contain hydrotoponymic terms as follows: Gél/lake (1 case), Bulax/Bulaq//
spring (2 cases), and Kariz/Kahriz//Aqueduct (2 cases). In the fourth group, we face the presence of topoformants
such as Cal, Dalik, Imamzada, Bag, Meydan (Meydan), Piista, Tokya, Agac, and Miilk.

2.3. Semantic Study of Microtoponyms

The classification and typology of toponyms have always been one of the most frequent topics of anonymous experts
in the last century, and various categories have been proposed. In most of these classifications, there are many
unsolved problems, especially the overlapping of some groups. A large part of these issues is, in fact, the inherent
issues of the toponyms categorization. Different aspects and domains of naming are like a multidimensional matrix
interwoven and cannot be divided into a simple division in which both preserving its generality and clearity, and at
the same time keeping sufficient accuracy in distinguishing various types of toponyms from each other. This problem
is more evident in the division of microtoponyms, which necessarily have a lower influence on the standard language
of a region compared to macrotoponyms and oykonyms.

The microtoponyms of our data set show a wide variety of different semantic types. However, nearly one hundred
microtoponyms are still semantically unclear to us. A general review shows that regarding the nature of the toponyms,
the largest number of studied microtoponyms are oronyms (more than 1300), hydronyms (more than 400), and local
road names (near to 300), respectively.

Every toponym is a name chosen for an object and regardless of all structural, morphological, and syntactic aspects,
it tries to identify the object through its description or attribution to another object or a combination of them. The
motivation for place naming in the studied region can be summarized as follows:

Unknown groups, are the microtoponyms whose meaning is not clear to us. Although their number is so less regarding
total number, they are very important and may help us better distinguish of toponymic layers of area. In this category,
some examples like, Barqus, Humuz, and Geyvar (Amereh), Mafur (Meydanak), Barza (Zadeqabad), Van Yole and Vig
Qayase (Yusef Kahriz), Eynabar (Samqavor), Biznicird (Khosrow Beyg), Niligird (Komijan), Barnabad (Isaabad),
and etc. can be mentioned. It should be noted that Komijan County is a connecting zone between the center of Iranian
plateau and Zagros Mountains which has played a role in cultural exchanges historically. Also, archaeological studies
indicate that the history of human habitation in this area goes back to the Chalcolithic period (Shirzadeh etc., 2013, p.
51, 53). Therefore, the existence of various and sometimes unknown language layers in this region seems reasonable.

One of the main groups of microtoponyms refers to human name: 1- Personal name { Yahya Bulge (Amereh), Madale
Quzeye (Amereh), ...}, 2- Family name {Pulatle Normane (Amereh), Kalbasanne (Tarlan), ...} 3- Ethnic name
{Xalac Yole (Komijan and Anar), 9rab Yurde (Milajerd), ...} 4- Title (social, administrative, military, religious, etc.)
names {Sarhaong Bage (Anar), Hasanbag Arxace (Tarlan), ...} and 5- Legendary and historical name {Harun-o-
Qarun Xormone (Chal Mian), Riistam Izo (Samqavor), ...}. Total number of these types of toponyms is nearly five
hundred. The lexical origin of personal names, in order of frequency, is from Arabic to Turkish and Persian languages.

More than two hundred of the microtoponyms are phytonym and refer to type of plants {{dale (Amereh, Qaleh-ye
Mohammadabad-e Shokrayi, and Milajerd), Biyanni (Valazjerd), ...} and 140 ones are referring to wild or domestic
animals {Tiilke Darase (Chalabi and Isaabad), Davar Yatagu (Farisabad), ...}. There are also other types of semantic
motivation such as referring to tool names, jobs, etc. with minor frequency.

Another large group of semantic motivation for naming places, are descriptive ones, that tries to better introduce
the object by describing some of its aspects. Spatial description is the most common type of this group and nearly
450 cases have been recorded in our data bank; with a spatial reference of absolute or relative height -upper, lower,
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middle- {Dikyal (Samqavor), Gil astu (Farisabad), Yuxaremalo (Esfandan, Kheyrabad, and Yengi Molk), Ortagél
(Qareh Gol)...}, relative location -front, back, beside- {Qabaxyal (Qazuq and Khomar Baghi), Dalbag Yere (Qareh
Gol), Dara Qeragi (Valazjerd), ...}, relative size -small, big- {Bayiikdara (Qareh Gol, Isaabad, Komijan, Validabad,
Valazjerd, and Yengi Molk), Balabulag (Qareh Gol), ...}, shape -wide, narrow, long- {Yumrebayur (Rowshanai),
Gengdora (Rowshanai), In¢ayaze (Suran), Uzundora (Chal Mian, Fazlabad, and Valazjerd), ...}, Slope {Hammara
(Qaleh-ye Mohammadabad-e Shokrayi), Tax¢imon (Kutabad),...}. Names of body organs -bas/head, ayaq/foot, bel/
belt, agiz/mouth, burun/cape, ...- have metaphoric spatial concepts {Basdora (Chabar), 9yaxgdl (Qareh Gol), Bel
Yole (Amereh), Giiney Agze (Fazlabad), Qayaburun (Fazlabad), ...}. Considering organ names, the total number of
spatially descriptive microtoponyms is near 650.

Referring to color is one of the most common semantic motivations in the naming of natural features in the Turkish
language naming. There are nearly 200 cases of color term in our microtoponyms. Qara/black, ag/white, qizil-qirmizi/
red, and sari/yellow are most frequent color terms {Qaratoppa (Fathabad, Fazlabad, Komijan, and Takyeh), Aggo!
(Chalabi, Meydanak, and Samqavor), Quzildiiz (Esfandan, Kalvan, and Khomar Baghi), Qirmiziquzay (Estahri), Sare
Aste (Takyeh), ...}. In 90 microtoponyms, numeric terms -tok/single, qosa/pair, ii¢/three, bes/five, ...- are descriptive
terms { Tokagac (Ud Aghaj), Qosabulax (Meydanak), Usdara (Isaabad), Besbulax (Estahri), ...}. General quality such
as taste and smell (in hydronyms) {Sor¢ay (Chabar and Khatamabad), Soyuxbulax (Chal Mian), ...} and relative age,
etc. constitute another part of the semantic motivation of toponyms, which can be divided into different sub-types.
Although the number of each of the sub-types is not as frequent as the above-mentioned types, there are about 300
cases of them in total.

Conclusion

The conducted investigations show that there is a remarkable relationship between the frequency and distribution of
the toponyms and the natural geography of Komijan County, in a way that the number of toponyms is significantly
higher in the residential areas located in mountainous places compared to the villages located in the plains.

Examining the oykonyms of Komijan County indicates that there is a clear difference between the local pronunciation
and some of their official forms. A significant part of this difference is rooted in the mistakes that occurred during the
official naming of the villages, due to a lack of correct understanding of the language, culture, and geography of the
region. Another notable point about the oykonyms of Komijan County is the remarkable variety of topoformants used
in their structure classifying them into at least 4 groups.

From the linguistic viewpoint, the words and names used in the studied toponyms mostly belong to Azerbaijani
Turkish language. However, to a lesser extent, Persian and Tati words are also observable. From the perspective of
personal names, loan words from Arabic are the most frequent ones following the original Turkish and finally Persian
names. Moreover, the linguistic affiliation of nearly one hundred toponyms is still unclear to the researchers. It raises
the possibility of the existence of an unknown language layer in the region and adjacent areas requiring similar
studies in other regions of Markazi province of Iran like Khalajestan region in the vicinity of Komijan County. This
hypothesis is further strengthened when, among the toponyms of Komijan County, we encounter the ethnonym of
Khalaj (for example, Xoloc Yole in Komijan and Omadxalas Bage in Emamzadeh Abbas). It is considerably noticeable
that these kinds of studies can greatly help the preparation of the dialectological atlas of the Turkish language in Iran,
specially, when the dialectal differences of the region with the dominant dialect of the Turkish language in north-west
of Iran (East Azerbaijan, West Azerbaijan, and Ardabil provinces) is completely perceptible.

In terms of the semantic aspect, descriptive names (with spatial references to features), the names attributed to
humans, plants, and animals are the most common types of the toponyms, respectively. Also, regarding the nature of
the toponyms, the largest number of studied microtoponyms are classified as oronyms, hydronyms, and local road
names, respectively.
